Taipei American School (TAS) offers students a curriculum that allows them to explore aspects of their own indi-
viduality and their relationship to the world. The upper school offers a highly academic, college-preparatory pro-
gram.

Graduation Requirements

Four years (eight semesters) of upper school attendance are required with 22 credits to be earned in grades 9 1
12. Credits are awarded on a semester basis. This is a minimum requirement; students seeking admission to a
selective college or university must exceed this minimum requirement. The 22 credits to be earned are as fol-
lows.

cation. The IB offers a flexible curriculum and external examinations.

The IB Diploma provides matriculation that is recognized and accepted by colleges and universities worldwide.
American and European educators designed the IB to offer students a holistic education and a broad aca-
demic background. IB examinations are accepted in Europe on a par with the national matriculation require-
ments. In the U.S., successful completion of higher level courses may lead to advanced placement and credit.
A few U.S. universities offer sophomore standing for attainment of the full IB Diploma. A comprehensive list of
recognition policies by individual universities is available from the IB Office at TAS.

Every student is required to carry a minimum of six courses (six 85-minute blocks or a combination equal to six
blocks); four of these must qualify as core courses.

EXCEPTIONS:

Students carrying three or more AP/IBHL courses may take a minimum of five courses (five 85-minute blocks or
equivalent).

Normally, students may carry a maximum of seven blocks. Students in grades 9 and 10 may take eight blocks;
one of the eight courses must be either a Performing Arts/Visual Arts or a course with 0-30 minutes of homework
per class.

Students should not carry more than three core courses on any one day.

HOMEWORK GUIDELINES

Each course description includes a statement about the amount of time students can expect to spend on home-
work.
